Playing
Instruments

Explore a variety of
instruments and
listen to high and
low sounds.

Be able to identify
high and low
sounds on a
glockenspiel or
xylophone.

Play tuned and
untuned
instruments and
play part of song
they perform with
increasing number
of notes and
rhythm.

Learn name of
instruments they
are playing and
listening to.

Learn the names of
notes — crotchet,
minim, dotted
minim, semibreve
(notes with 1,2,3,
and 4 beats)

Play one or all the
differentiated parts
on a tuned
instrument with the
correct technique
and in the context
of the song.

To rehearse and
perform their part
in the context of the
song. Recognise the
instruments that
might be played in
a band or
orchestra.
Continue to
develop ability to
read the musical
notes previously
taught (crotchet,
minim, dotted
minim, semibreve).
